Bee County Tax Foreclosure Sale Information 


Information concerning the description, location, minimum opening bid, suit numbers and appraised value of the properties being sold may be obtained by contacting the address and phone number listed below.


The Sheriff Sale for Bee County will take place on March 1, 2022 at the North door of the Bee County Courthouse, 105 W Corpus Christi Street, Beeville, Texas, starting at 10:00 A.M. The Sheriff, or his appointee, will proceed to sell for cash, cashiers’ check or money order, to the highest bidder, the tracts of real property listed on the attached spreadsheet, the same lying and being situated in the County of Bee and the State of Texas. The bids must start at the amount of the opening bid. No bid for less than this figure can be accepted by the officer conducting the sale.

After the tax foreclosure sale the successful bidder must pay the entire amount of the bid by 4:00 PM the day of the tax sale in the form of cash, money order or cashier’s check made out to Michelle Matus, Bee County Tax Assessor-Collector. Taxes due outside of judgment, if applicable, are due by the bidder (new owner), but they do not have to be paid at the time of sale.  However, the taxes will continue to accrue penalties and interest as required by law until paid in full.

The successful bidder will subject themselves to the penalty provisions of applicable Texas law for failure to submit payment in accordance with the amount bid.  

Tax foreclosure sale property is sold without warranty. Purchasers will receive a Sheriff's Deed without warranty.


If a person intends to bid on property and not have his/her name on the deed, a signed power of attorney providing the bidder authority to act on behalf of another person or entity must be provided to the officer conducting the sale prior to bidding.  Any individual or entity not present during bidding, including husband and/or wives, which wish to be included on the deed must be present at the sale or provide a power of attorney authorizing the bidder to purchase property in their name.  A contact telephone number, where the party being represented may be reached, must also be provided.  If you are the highest bidder at the tax sale, after payment of the bid amount is received, a Sheriff’s tax deed will be prepared conveying the property into the name(s) indicated on the Tax Foreclosure Auction Bid Form.  The deed will not be prepared conveying the property into any other name(s).

 
Tax foreclosure sale property is subject to the right of redemption of the defendants or any person having an interest therein to redeem the said property, or their interest therein within the time provided by Texas law and shall be subject to any other and further rights to which the defendants or anyone interested therein may be entitled, under the provisions of Texas law. Tax sale purchasers do have a legal right of possession of the property during the redemption period.  

- Non-Homestead – Non Agriculture Exemption—6 months from date original deed is filed (25% penalty)

- Homestead or land with Agricultural Exemption—2 years redemption first year (25% penalty) 

                second year redemption at (50% penalty) from date original deed is filed.

Bidders should satisfy themselves concerning the location of the property on the ground prior to the sale.  Maps and plats of these subdivisions are on file in the office of the County Clerk of Bee County, and all papers in the suit(s) on which this sale is based are on file in the office of the District Clerk of Bee County.  The information provided on the Bee County Tax Sale Spreadsheet regarding the location and type of property is provided to assist the bidder only, and no warranty is being made.
